PA signs.  Upon reaching Ashtabula/Warren
exit at Austinburg go south on 45 towards
Warren.  One-mile south you will reach 307
east, turn left.  At the north end of
Jefferson there is a traffic light.  Turn right
onto route 46, at the 3rd traffic light, by the
courthouse turn left onto East Jefferson
Street.  We are 2 long blocks, cross our
tracks and turn left into Western Reserve
Lumber, street address 161 E Jefferson.
